Since each assignment in Canvas can only use one rubric, you’ve got some options.  There are three 
basic rubrics: Integration, Writing, and EGC Global. If you have three assignments (one per 
rubric), then use those.  I’ve also created rubrics that combine two (EGC Global + Writing, EGC 
Global + Integration, and Integration + Writing Rubric). These are helpful if you have one 
assignment that covers two of the rubrics.  There is also a rubric that combines all three (EGC 
Global + Integration + Writing).  All of these rubrics are in the “John Carroll University” 
account.
